Geoff has been my creative assistant on this clothes design project since roughly the end of March 2007,
with the bulk of the work wrapping up only a couple of weeks ago. Together, he and | delivered roughly 20
original designs for a number of different clothing applications which will be appearing worldwide from
DKNY, including T shirts, jeans, patterns for outerwear garments, and suit coats. For much of this time, he
and | have been in almost daily contact, as we worked to deliver these complex designs to DKNY. In the
end, he helped me assure essential overall quality control and design consistency for this project.

| found Geoff to be consistent, cheerful, hard working, creative, and highly capable. On more than one
occasion, he went the extra mile to assure quality technical precision on our project, and when necessary,
was able to suggest various ways of doing things which wound up saving me hours (and a number of
headaches) along the way. He is a skilled illustrator and designer in his own right, and for me handled not
only the majority of technical digital pre-press requirements, but also proved capable of handling a number
of coloring/digital separations with only minimal creative direction on my part, all which all came out very
well.

| would be more than willing to work with Geoff on subsequent DKNY projects (including, beyond my own
line, some more complex and delicate work on a separate women's line in 2008), and possibly some others
for print/web design, outside of the clothing line.
